News just in: Advocacy in the 110th Congress

YOUR REGIONAL ASSOCIATION has been
actively representing the interests of our industry and
of consumers at the congressional level.

Just before press time, members of Natural Products
Association West met with Dan Bernal, District Director
for Speaker of the U.S. House of Representatives, Nancy
Pelosi (D-San Francisco). The meeting was arranged by
Congressional District 8 member company, Ola Loa,
LLC. In attendance were Dr. Richard Kunin, Greg Kunin
and Jerry Burt of Ola Loa, David Stouder, President Elect
of the West Region and Dot Boyd, executive director. The
primary objective of the meeting was to open a dialogue
with Speaker Pelosi's staff to present the science, safety
and efficacy of dietary supplements. The main message
was that no changes to the Dietary Supplement Health
and Education Act of 1994 (DSHEA) are needed now
that the Adverse Event Reporting (AER) bill will become
law soon and the FDA has finally issued Good
Manufacturing Practices (GMP's); and what is needed is
adequate funding for the FDA to enforce the laws and
regulations in order to protect the consumer. “We had a
very engaging and productive meeting with Dan,” said
Dot Boyd. ‘I believe as a team, we were very effective
in presenting our industry's history as well-regulated,
responsible pioneers in preventative health care and
an answer to the health crisis facing our country,” she
continued. Natural Products Association West wishes to thank
the folks at Ola Loa for arranging this very important meeting.

which will review and amend the Farm Bill. On her
agenda, were our members' concerns over the U.S.
House of Representatives version of the Farm Bill,
specifically as it relates to organic/specialty crops and
non-genetically engineered crops. “Senator Harkin is a
huge proponent of healthy foods including fresh produce
in our schools, and I urged him to push for organic
produce in school meals,” Boyd said. Boyd presented
the Senator with an article just written by Alice Waters
citing the many reasons to feed our school children
organic food. The Senator is a big fan of Waters and had
met with organic farmers in San Francisco the previous week.
Boyd also brought up the controversial issue surrounding
state and county prohibitions on genetically engineered
crops and the fact that the House version of the Farm Bill
would override local jurisdictions to make these distinctions.
Senator Harkin agreed that this is not a federal issue.
